3. Applicant must meet all educational and marks-based eligibility criteria for the above courses as
specified in the Post Graduate Diploma Courses Admission Booklet for the batch August 2025.

4. Applicant must have applied, appeared in the C-CAT entrance exam, obtained requisite C-CAT
rank, and must have received an Admission Offer Letter from C-DAC to join in any of the courses
covered in the scheme at any of the locations mentioned above.

Caution Deposit

The applicant must confirm the seat allocated during the counselling rounds of the Admission Process to PG
Diploma courses covered in this scheme by depositing the caution money/ first installment of INR 10,000/-
plus GST as per the timeline mentioned in the Admission Booklet. This amount is retained as an interest-free
caution deposit for the applicants selected for scholarship under this scheme. The amount will be refunded
to the student fulfilling both of the following criteria:

e Attendance of minimum of 85% in PG-Diploma course duration.
e Appear in CCEE of the batch in which admitted.

Additionally, the caution deposit or a portion thereof may be forfeited on any of the following grounds:

e Penalty against any breakage, misplacement, etc. of property of training centre.
e Penalty towards any disciplinary action.

The refund of the caution deposit will be done in 15 working days after the CCEE conduction and
submitting the clearance form.

Application to AMRUT for Sponsorship

1. The applicant meeting the eligibility criteria for this scheme must apply separately for the scholarship
under this scheme via AMRUT website mahaamrut.org.in. The sponsorship application period shall
be July 20, 2025 to August 14, 2025.

2. All scholarship applications must be submitted through the online portal. AMRUT or C-DAC does not
accept scholarship applications in person or via email or other means.

3. The applicant must upload clear self-attested photocopies of:
a. UIDAI Aadhaar.
b. Maharashtra Domicile Certificate.

c. School / College Transfer Certificate (TC) or Leaving Certificate (LC) with caste / category
mentioned.

d. Birth certificate / Government-issued document certifying age / date of birth.

e. Family Income Certificate (Below INR 8 Lakhs per annum) or EWS certificate 2024 -25 (Valid till
31 March 2026).

f. C-CAT rank as per A+B or A+B+C as applicable for the course allocated.
g. C-DAC Admission Offer letter to join C-DAC Course.

Selection list for Sponsorship

AMRUT is expected to notify the selection list for sponsorship under this scheme on their portal on or before
August 18, 2025. In the event of any delay, the applicant may take the admission by paying the course fee,
which shall be refunded, following C-DAC rules, once the scholarship is granted.

The selected applicants course fee will be disbursed by AMRUT to C-DAC. The not selected applicants may
pay the course fee using their own means to C-DAC as per the stipulations in the Admission Booklet to
continue their course.
